THE PURPOSE-BUILT DARKROOM
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Whether the darkroom is purpose-built or temporary, the wet and dry sides should be well separated, to avoid contamination and electrocution. Many efficient darkrooms are much smaller than the one shown here, but thoughtful planning can achieve wonders. Large storage bottles should be kept on the lowest available level surface, which in most cases is the floor. A lock on the door stops inquisitive visitors from dropping in unannounced, and keeps children from the chemicals.
